1. Speeches must be original and written by the speaker.  There is to 

be no offensive language or material, lest the speaker will be 

disqualified.   

 

2. The time limit is 4 minutes for Juniors and 6 minutes for Seniors. 

 

3. The speaker has a maximum of 2 minutes to strike any equipment. 

Timing begins when the speaker begins speaking. Speakers must 

speak to within 30 seconds of the allocated time or be penalised. 

There will be a bell rung 30 seconds before time is up and again at 

the end of time allocation.   

 

4. Speeches do not need to be memorised but notes may be used if 

unobtrusive.  Dependence on notes will be marked down. 

 

5. Ancillary material, such as visual aids, is allowed and encouraged.  

They are not, however, to substitute for effective public speaking, 

and any speech that relies on visual aids over content will be 

marked down. 

 

6. Adjudicators must only use the official Super Eight Schools’ 

marking schedule.
